The folks at the PCSL registration table ask you if you are interested in volunteering with the League, perhaps as a coach for your child’s team. You are not alone. PCSL has more than 200 volunteer coaches working with more than 1700 kids and their families. Almost every one of these coaches started out just like you, a great mom or dad with absolutely no soccer experience. With a little training, a decent amount of effort, and a whole lot of fun they have become the League’s most valuable resource. 
You might consider becoming a youth soccer coach for the sake of your son or daughter and the other kids in your neighborhood. It is a way to contribute to your community. You have the opportunity with kids to develop their abilities, help kids learn teamwork and sportsmanship, and maintain a positive environment where kids have fun. Ask any PCSL coach and they will tell you that it is a rewarding experience. 
So some long afternoon at the office next year, when a co-worker asks what you were day-dreaming about at the staff meeting, you will say “who me?” But you know they were right because back in your office you have a duffel bag by your desk. And in that bag is the t-shirt you are changing into when you leave work. It was a gift from your soccer families at the end of your first season as a PCSL coach. On the t-shirt it says “I’d Rather Be At Soccer Practice” and that’s exactly where you are headed.
