How Does PCSL Form Teams? 

Birth date, gender and location are the primary criteria for assigning players to teams at the beginning of every season.  Location involves the residence of players as well as the residence of the closest available volunteer coach.  Location-based teams tend to be reasonably balanced by skill, make efficient use of available practice fields throughout McLean County, and keep commuting distances at a minimum for most families.
Use the location maps on our website (also available at registration) to identify the PCSL code for your neighborhood.  Be sure to record the school attended as well.  The League continues to refer to school as a secondary consideration when possible.

Be aware that PCSL does not assign players based on last year's team, car pooling arrangements, coach preferences, scheduling conflicts and other individual requests.  The PCSL Board reviewed team formation over the past year and considered several alternative ways to approach the process.
